
 
 
 
 
 
 

The Wisconsin Philharmonic will hold substitute/extra auditions as indicated above.  Those 
interested in auditioning MUST send a $25.00 deposit check (made out to The Wisconsin 
Philharmonic) and a resume listing your performing experience before September 20 to the 
personnel manager at The WP office (address found below) to reserve your space for the 
audition.  Your check will be returned to you upon arrival at the audition site, however if you 
choose NOT to attend with less than 72 hours notice, your check will be used to cover 
administrative costs.  Late registrations will not be accepted.  Please note that there is 
limited time to schedule auditions and when the time-slots are full audition registration will 
close. 
 
Approximately five days before the audition, you will be sent a postcard and/or an e-mail 
assigning an approximate audition time.  Auditions will be approximately 6 minutes in 
length.  Audition times are assigned based upon the availability of the conductor, the 
number auditioning and instruments of those auditioning.  You should allow a 20-minute 
margin before and after your assigned audition time, in case we are running either behind 
or ahead of schedule. 
 
Once accepted to be on the substitute list, your name will remain on the list indefinitely 
UNLESS you move and do not give a change of address and phone number, in which case 
your name will be removed from the list.  There is no guarantee that you will be called, as 
the list is quite extensive and the call for certain instruments is not always that demanding.
